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Message from the Executive Director...

YHMA has been working hard this last quarter to bring in
educational opportunities to heritage workers. We brought Laura
Miller from the University of Victoria up to the Yukon to facilitate
Managing Archival Collections.

Outside the Cube facilitated a social media one-on-one workshop,
and we worked with Sylvie Binette on funding the Spirit of Places workshop.

A survey was sent out to help us determine what the needs are in the heritage sector for
education for 2011. We are currently working on the outcomes of that survey.

I have been working on bringing courses to the Yukon that fit the needs of Yukon
Heritage Attractions. I am in discussions with the University of Victoria and have met
with the Canadian Conservation Institute, the Heritage Canada Foundation and the
Canadian Museums Association to discuss available educational resources and
opportunities to strengthen our associations in a partnership role.

YHMA has bid on the Canadian Museums Association annual conference for 2012-2013
to bring them to the Yukon. If this bid is accepted we could see upwards of 400 people
from across Canada that are involved in museums, cultural centres and arts centres
attend.

YHMA sits on the heritage fair committee and we are in the planning stages for the
2011 fair. We have received news that there is a pan-territorial heritage fair and as
information comes in, the website will be updated. The committee is looking for
sponsors from businesses and individuals.

YHMA will be pursuing a Heritage and Culture Interagency Group. This will be a round
-table forum for sharing and exchanging heritage information. YHMA is currently
sending out invitations for this group.

Message from the Minister of Tourism and Culture

2010 is proving to be a busy and
exciting year for the heritage sector.
Earlier this year, we saw the A.J.
Goddard and Fort Selkirk designated as
official Yukon Historic Sites. Recovery
work on the Goddard was carried out
this past summer, with ongoing
conservation work taking place
throughout the fall and winter. Again,
congratulations to Doug Davidge and his
team for the exceptional work on this
amazing maritime find. Fort Selkirk was
also designated a Yukon Historic Site. i
The Yukon government and Selkirk First " ML
Nation have been working together to
preserve and maintain the site since
1982. It’s rewarding to see the official
designation realized, and to all who have
worked hard over the years to safeguard
Fort Selkirk, thank youl!

The Yukon government’s Museums Special Projects Assistance Program supported 13
museums and First Nation cultural/heritage centres with $300,000 for a variety of projects.
Since 2006, the program has provided more than $1.5 million for exhibit planning, small
capital acquisitions, collections, conservation, cooperative marketing and revenue generation
projects. Support was also provided to nine projects through the Yukon’s Historic Properties
Assistance Fund, aimed at helping to preserve Yukon’s important, privately-owned historic
places. Since the funds’ inception, more than 180 projects throughout the territory have
received $1.2 million in assistance.

The first ever Heritage and Culture Certificate Program is underway at Yukon College. This
important program is supported through the Northern Strategy Trust and its partners,
Yukon government, Vuntut Gwitchin First Nation, Yukon College and Yukon First Nations
Heritage Group. The shared partnership has developed a culturally relevant and accessible
curriculum focused on northern heritage and culture aimed at students interested in these
exciting studies.

Yukon has also been able to leverage support from Canada on other important projects.
Recently, CanNor’s Community Adjustment Fund announced its support for restoration
work to the Pacific Steam Whaling Company community house on Herschel Island. This
landmark building was constructed in 1893 and is now used as an accommodation centre
for scientists and park interpreters. The fund is also supporting ongoing work at Forty Mile,
which includes improved road access and site development work.

Yukon’s paleontology world received a 30,000 year-old treasure in June following the
discovery of a nearly complete fossil woolly mammoth skull at Hawk Mine, on Sixtymile
River, near Dawson. Yukon Paleontologist Dr. Grant Zazula is conducting scientific studies
and sharing this amazing fossil with colleagues and fellow bone-enthusiasts. The skull,
which is about 1.5 meters in length and nearly two meters tall, was found under 30,000 year
-old volcanic ash. Continues on Pg. 4

In July, Yukon government’s Archeology program partnered with Kwanlin Dun First Nation
and Ta’an Kwach’an Council Heritage Offices on an archeological dig at McIntyre Creek. Yukon
Archeologist Dr. Ruth Gotthardt, with the assistance of Five First Nation students, worked at
four excavation sites searching for evidence of micro blade technology prevalent about 10,000
years ago. This project has helped to add important information to Yukon’s archeological re-
cord. Staff also assisted Kwanlin Dun in an archaeological inventory of the McClintock River
Basin east of Whitehorse.

The Heritage Resources Unit published “Donuts and Silver Dollars: The Life of Captain Frank
Slim” by Donna Marie Dilman in its Hude Hudan Occasional Papers in History Series. The
work by a local First Nation anthropologist formed the basis for Dilman’s Master of Anthropol-
ogy thesis at Simon Fraser University in 2008. Frank Slim was a significant First Nation river
pilot and captain during the sternwheeler era.

The 2010 Yukon Gold Explorer's Passport Contest closed at the end of August, with more than
2,500 people visiting at least 10 attractions listed in the blue passport booklet. Prizes of 5 oz of
gold and 2 oz of gold were awarded in September, along with 10 random participation prizes.
On-site draws occurred at the Binet House, Keno City Mining Museum and the John Tizya
Centre for those travellers who explored Yukon beyond the Alaska and Klondike Highways.
Thank you to all the participating sites for promoting the variety of heritage attractions in
Yukon!

In closing, I would like to thank and congratulate Yukon’s heritage sector for your continued
commitment and contributions towards promoting and safeguarding Yukon’s history for the
benefit of Yukoners and visitors, alike. It is both valued and appreciated. By continuing to
work together, we can promote, preserve and proclaim Yukon’s diverse history and heritage to
others as we help shape today’s changing economic and social climates to the benefit of all.

Historic Musings with Sébastien Vivas-Gélinas

Sébastien Vivas-Gélinas worked for the Yukon Historical and Museums Association this past
summer, which organizes historical guided tours each summer in the Yukon capital. Here is an excerpt
from one of his tours.

Vivas-Gélinas is studying philosophy at Concordia University to learn more about classic Greek history.
He says the training also helps him see the history of the Yukon in a different way. Vivas-G¢linas who
went to Emilie-Tremblay school, comes up each summer to work in the Yukon.

In just one hour, Vivas-Gélinas reveals the history that shaped several districts of the City of Whitehorse.
Vivas-G®| i nas speaks about Thomas Cecil Ri chards, "t
while stopped in front of Thomas Cecil Richards House at the corner of Third Avenue and Steele Street.

"He was one of the richest men in the Yukon during the construction of the Alaska Highway, which
coincided with the -Géinasgaid.durMiothislpediod, Wademaral foMddging s
grew and Thomas Cecil Richards responded by increasing the price of his hotel rooms. He rented to the
people responsible for the construction of the highway. At the end of the war, he decided to build his
dream home which is today the Thomas Cecil Richards House.

At the Cyr House, located on the corner of Fifth Avenue and Wood Street, Vivas-Gélinas explains the
misadventures of Sam McGee, who lived there.

"Sam McGee had given permission to the poet Rober
Vivas-Gélinas said. "The real Sam McGee was a miner from Ontario, while the McGee from the poem
was a banker from Tennessee. 0

People would confuse the Sam McGee from the poem with the real person. This is one of the reasons
why Sam McGee left the Yukon for 20 years. He hoped that the passage of time would diminish the
popularity of the poem.

Coincidently when Vivas-Gélinas finished telling stories of the misadventures of the Yukon pioneer,
Jérdme Bélanger, who plays Sam McGee in the Frantic Follies show in Whitehorse, appeared from
behind the fence on the McGee property. Not only does he impersonate the character, but he learned, to
his surprise, that he was also working on the home of the real Sam McGee.

All of this and more await people wishing to learn about the fascinating history of the capital of the
Yukon and the land of the midnight sun. Tours run May-August and some are available in French!
