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 Summer Fun at the Yukon Heritage Attractions  
George Johnston Museum 
On June 30th, 2011, the Teslin Historical and Museum Society will conduct a Grand Opening of the restored 1942 

"RCAF Teslin" Aeradio Navigation Range building and its exhibit. The 400 sq ft exhibit explains the aeradio sys-

tem and tells the story of what happened to a tiny paddlewheeler outpost village named Teslin, Yukon when DOT 

staff and an RCAF O-I-C and 10 airmen arrived in 1941 (- 1955) to build and run a military airport on the North-

west Staging Route to Alaska. This was the flight line of Russian-bound Lend Lease, USAAF and Canadian air-

craft supplying World War 2 sites north of Edmonton enroute to Fairbanks. 

The tiny hamlet was transformed forever. The radio range building are now almost all gone from memory. This 

one remains. 

This rare exhibit contains original and replica transmitters and other artefacts. 

The gala ribbon-cutting will be accompanied by the landing of a 70th anniver-

sary DC3 flight up the Route, a COPA fly-in, ham radio station with new Teslin 

call sign and a host of dignitaries and official guests from heritage community, 

senior government, members, media, First Nations, civilian associations, mem-

bers, townspeople, Yukon Pioneers, as well as donors and interviewees for the 

original research. The exhibit is unique, featuring a navigation system and 

equipment long since defunct and a period which wrought massive change along 

the flight route. 

MacBride Museum

kon’s history for more than 50 years. Jim has 

long been a friend of MacBride Museum and 

we are proud to work with him to showcase his 

collection.

MacBride Museum would like to thank the Ca-

nadian Northern Economic Development 

Agency for their support for this exhibit. This exhibit is scheduled to stay 

on display at MacBride until 2013.
